METRO Solutions is a  
long-range transit plan  
comprised of a comprehensive, 
multi-modal transportation  
system to be built over the next 
decade. METRO Solutions  
includes 30 miles of Light Rail 
Transit (LRT), new transit  
centers, park and ride lots,  
HOV/HOT Lanes with future 
plans for commuter rail and  
signature bus services. 

METRORail  

A key component of METRO  
Solutions is LRT.  The five LRT 
lines (also known as the East 
End, North, Southeast,  
University, and Uptown lines) 
are part of our solution to  
increase mobility around the 

region.  With METRO Rail, it will 
be easy to get to work, parks, 
museums, Minute Maid Park, 
Reliant Center, Texas Medical 
Center, the Uptown/Galleria 
area, and area universities. 
Wow! 

Why METRORail?  

Weôre expecting another 
2.5 million people to arrive in  
Houston by the year 2035. This 
means your area increases in 
population by two to three  
thousand people per week! This 
does not include the  
thousands of visitors who  
vacation and attend conventions 
in Houston. METRO Solutions is 
a key effort to help alleviate our 
traffic congestion! 

What is METRO Solutions?  

Light Rail & University LPA  

Announced!  

On October 18, 2007, METROôs Board of 

Directors approved light rail technology 

(LRT) for all  five of the transit corridors!  

Due to recent changes in the way the 

Federal Transit Administration evaluates 

proposed transit projects, the Board was 

able to respond to the communityôs 

preference for LRT versus BRT (bus rapid 

transit).  During the same session, the 

Board adopted a Locally Preferred 

Alternative (LPA) for the University light 

rail corridor.

You asked for it, waited for it, and now it is just 

about here! METRO will soon break ground on 

five new light rail transit (LRT) lines.  You will be 

able to wave Houston traffic goodbye by  

regularly traveling by rail! From the Medical 

Center to the Galleria to Houstonôs colleges,  

universities and neighborhoods, youôll be just a 

few stops away. 

Imagine walking a short distance to an artfully 

decorated transit station.  After waiting a few 

moments, you board a high-tech light rail vehicle.  

After finding yourself a comfortable seat, you sit, 

relax, and enjoy your ride.  Ahhhh, this is what 

Houston has been waiting for!  Worried about 

how to shuttle visiting family and friends around 

town? No problem, the anticipated expansion of  

METRORail will help make Houston accessible 

to native Houstonians and visitors alike. 

Weôve spent months gathering your thoughts to 

create the best transit system for how you live 

and work.  Now we ask that you pardon our dust 

as we begin construction of Houstonôs new light 

rail expansion. 
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Weôre proposing to redesignate  

High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) 

Lanes as High Occupancy Toll 

(HOT) Lanes.  HOT Lanes give all 

non-HOV commuters a choice to 

save time by using the HOV lanes 

for a fee when space is available.  

HOV's will always have access free 

of charge, and  HOV's will be the 

only vehicles allowed when the HOV 

Lanes are full.  The revenue will be 

used to operate and maintain this 

automated system as well as to  

increase enforcement. 

What are we bringing you first?  

These components are in the design 

and implementation stage right now:  

Weôre building 30 miles of Light 

Rail Transit (LRT) Corridors.  We 

call these the North, Southeast, 

East End, Uptown, and  

University Corridors.  

Several new transit centers and 

Park & Ride facilities are either 

in the planning stage or already 

under construction.  We already 

opened and began service from 

Cypress and Baytown this year! 

And, then?  

Future plans include: 

An Intermodal Terminal  

connecting several LRT corridors 

with METRO bus, taxi, and other 

transit services, will be located in 

the vicinity of North Main and 

Burnett Streets.   

4 Proposed Corridors of 

Commuter Rail Transit (CRT): 

one on the U.S. 290 Corridor, 

one in the U.S. 90A Corridor, 

one in the outer portion of  

Westpark, and one on the Gulf 

Freeway Corridor to Galveston.
